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This period of introspection and personal 
growth led Ryan to real estate. While 
studying for his real estate license, he 
noticed his neighbors moving out and 
seized the opportunity. “I called to ask if 
they were planning to sell and mentioned I 
had just gotten my license,” he recalls. His 
first transaction was a listing in his condo 
building, and he hasn’t looked back since.
