Fall Gardening in Greater Augusta: 
Flowers, Shrubs, and Raised Beds— 
Let’s Do It 
Hey guys, fall’s sneaking up on us here in 
Greater Augusta, and while most folks are 
thinking about football or hunting season, we 
know it’s prime time to get our hands dirty. 
Whether you’re a gardening veteran or just 
want to toss some plants in the ground and 
see what happens, fall is actually a pretty 
good time to get things looking sharp. Tough 
flowers, solid shrubs, and raised beds that can 
handle the cooler weather.

Flowers that Bring on the Color 
Who says you have wait until spring to have 
some color? Fall is a great chance to add some 
punch to your yard without sweating to death. 
Think chrysanthemums, bold, bright blooms 
that really pop. Asters are a good pick also - 
purple and blue shades that give your yard 
some serious attitude. And if you want to go 
a little different, try pansies or ornamental 
cabbages. That’s correct - cabbages. They’re 
tough, look good, and survive cooler weather. 
Bonus points if you add native wildflowers 

like ironweed or goldenrod. They’re easy to 
grow and the bees, butterflies, and pollinators 
will love you for it.

Sturdy Shrubs That Stay Looking Good 
Year-Round 
Shrubs are the backbone of a solid yard 
if you pick the right ones. They’ll hold up 
regardless of what season it is. Fall is a good 
time to plant or prune. Camellias bloom 
late fall and into winter, so you get some 
color when everything else is going dormant. 
Hydrangeas, especially the oakleaf variety, 
respond well to pruning now and will reward 
you with bigger, better flowers next year.

Evergreens are really the way to go. They 
stay green all year long, require little fuss, 
and give your yard some serious structure. 
American Holly or Rhododendrons make 
your landscape look finished and doesn’t 
vanish in winter.

Raised Beds: Your Secret Weapon 
If you’re not doing raised beds yet, you’re 
missing out. They warm up faster in spring, 
stay warmer longer in fall, and make 
planting considerably easier. Right now, you 
can grow some greens—lettuce, spinach, 
kale—they’re happy in cooler weather. 
Root veggies like carrots and radishes are 
good too. And don’t forget about garlic and 
onions—plant those now so next summer, 
you’ve got some flavor bombs.

How to Do It Without Losing Your Mind 
•	 Prep your soil—load it up with compost, 

make it good.
•	 Water smart—keep things hydrated but 

don’t drown ‘em.
•	 Mulch—do it right to keep that soil warm 

and moist.
•	 Choose hardy, native plants—less hassle, 

more results.

Bottom Line 
Fall in Greater Augusta s one of the best times 
to get outside and garden. The weather’s 
cooler, bugs are fewer, and your yard can still 
look pretty darn good. With tough flowers, 
shrubs that stay good all year, and raised 
beds that make planting easier, you’ll head 
into winter with a yard that shows you know 
what you’re doing. So gloves on, a cold drink 
in hand, and get to it—you’ve got some work 
to do.
