The home warranty model, which 
empowers homeowners to take 
control of their claims process, 
has a rock-solid reputation, and 
Tina and Maddie are proud to 
sing its praises. “We provide 
peace of mind to homeowners by 
protecting the major systems and 
appliances in their homes when 
they fail due to normal wear 
and tear,” they explain.
